Minutes for April 20, 2010
Call to order: Meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m.
Welcome and Introductions: Liz began with welcoming everyone and introductions of all PTSA members, students and parents along with Principal Diane Burbank.

Secretary’s minutes:
Motion to approve March.10 meeting minutes was put forward. A name correction was suggested and it was noted.
Treasurer’s Report:  $6383 was spent on Every Fifteen Minutes out of which $5214 was refunded by Ms. Berube’s grant request. Now we will have clear picture of what’s happening this year. PTSA is in a much better position than the beginning of the year and have $3000 in hand.
Student Council’s Report:  Building relationships committee will provide room service for teachers by serving lunch on May 14th. (This date may be changed as Diane told ASB students that teachers are busy on 14th.) On second collaboration day they will have breakfast. Seniors finished soccer. Sophomores have game night on the field. Juniors are planning junior BBQ offsite. Next couple of weeks speakers will come to speak to different committees. ASB elections are a week after school begins. For freshman recruiting ASB will go to different schools. Leadership camp this year is in Santa Barbara. It teaches basics of leadership, marketing, communication for 3 nights. For this students come from all over the country.
Teacher’s Report: Every Fifteen Minutes packet has been submitted and we will be reimbursed soon. SATs are coming up soon. 8 weeks left for school. 
Liz thanked Ms. Berube for all her efforts. It was appreciated by all the parents.
Principal’s Report: Student attendance got worse before Spring Break. There were lot of tardies. Tardies will get lunch detention for that day for the whole lunch. This morning 13 students were caught. Budget crisis is going on. Working on staffing. Marquee is up.
Board Member Report: Next year we take over Adult Aid. Director is hired. Other staff hiring is going on. Two principals retired from Delmar and Westmont are hired. Vice Principal are taking over so vice principal positions are open. Local Lucky store is selling our merchandise again.
District Representative Report: E-reader is a pilot in some libraries. Virtual desktops are much cheaper than replacing software. Technology class will be taught to Prospect and Westmont students at the same time. This is also a pilot program.  Campbell Union School District is taking a step forward and other districts are going to follow. E-reader is not used for science as quality of the pictures is not good. Ms. Potts is using it. Diane Burbank told us that Sony has donated these to the school and in turn they want GPA data.
Old Business: PTSA has found the Senior Scholarship Chair Person. She is Lourdes Muguerza. The scholarship application is both in English and Spanish. Grant awards are on May 25th. Senior scholarship can have more money than originally granted as PTSA now has surplus. So the grant was increased to $2500 from $2000. Teacher appreciation lunch is on May 5th at 11:55 a.m. Have ASB students carry all script and fundraising cards that their parents shop at and have the parents pick them up.
New Business: Tracking our graduated students and show casing their impressive careers would be good for school. Discussion was held if new teacher grants should be given. It was decided that Diane will be given money in summer to give it to new teachers. That way money will be in this year budget (2009-2010). Motion was granted that each new teacher will be given a check for $100.
Committee Reports: Grad night preparations are in full swing. 157 out of 323 students are coming for this. AP testing students will be given snacks. For this $300 are granted.
