Prospect High School PTSA
Minutes for February 09, 2010
Call to order: Meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. 
Welcome and Introductions: Liz began with welcoming everyone and introductions of all PTSA members, students and parents along with Principal Diane Burbank.

Secretary’s minutes:
Motion to approve Jan. 09 meeting minutes was put forward by Liz James. With some corrections to January meeting minutes for this meeting were approved. 
Treasurer’s Report: Rob James showed current balance for PTSA as $23,037. Income is steadily increasing through Nob Hill. We are not sure where other store income goes. Louise Henderson will look into it after April. Target store income goes to the Principal. Safeway is with e-scrip. PTSA needs to think about California PTA.
Student Council’s Report: ASB recently finished Dodge ball tournament. Other events are Valentines dance for sophomores on the 8th grade night. There will be custodian appreciation and Prospect pride day after the break. ASB is promoting ads to pick up trash to keep the campus clean.  There will be blood drive at Prospect. Prospect has collected $1006 for Haiti and will be given to Haiti relief foundation formed by High School students. 100% of this goes to Haiti.
Teacher’s Report: No teachers grant will be used for microscope. There will be DUI talk in the school for both parents and students.
Principal’s Report: There will be special assembly for 3.5 or higher GPA students on Friday. Magician will be there and he is being funded by facility money by renting out school on Friday nights. Students get out from classes at 11:15 to go to the assembly. Announcement is in the bulletins. 8th grade parent night was yesterday. Enrollments are smaller in 8th grade. After 8th March we will know how many students remain. We have had some publicity. Number of students doesn’t affect funding but it affects staffing.
Board Member Report: We are basic aid district. We get money from property taxes. All basic aid districts have to pay fair share. It was done once but it looks like it will be recurring. Property taxes reappraisals including Santana Row may be a problem. We will know more on March 24th. There will be $3.6 million cut from the budget district wide. If we reduce staff, teachers need to be informed by March 15. If things improve the staff can be hired back. This year we have 34:1 student, teacher ratio. Next year it will be 35:1. In addition all salaries have roll back clause. Recommendation from district is 3% reduction for all employees. Vote on possible reductions on March 4th meeting. 
Further Discussion: Schools are looking into it to see if we can reduce elsewhere. Superintendent is asking each unit representative to bring in suggestions. 5 furlough days is subject to negotiations. Classes that don’t meet A-G requirements can be reduced. Look into prioritizing classes but the criterion for prioritizing need to be determined. Allow students to go to other campuses in the district if Prospect doesn’t have a class. Superintendent has done very specific work and has made it easier for the principals. Average class size on campus is 28:1. Classes will be full next year. Last two classes on the list of possible reductions, Computer Education and Home Economics are completely removed. They are not required. A student can take the next level class.
There was a lot of discussion at this meeting regarding how and where budget cuts can be made fairly. Some of the suggestions are mentioned above.
District Representative Report: No report.
Old Business:  As Pete is absent this will be done later.
New Business:  Because of budget cuts there is only one counselor on site. Should we ask for money donation for this or wait on it? It was decided that this should be waited on and put on parent page.
Committee Reports:  Rosemary Frieden gave update. 5 teachers were awarded grants.  570 made honor roll that is they have 3.5 greater GPA. Tiffany is coordinating Grad night 2011. Shoreline amphitheatre raises significant money. Junior parents are needed. Training session for this is in March and the cost is $50-$100/person.
There will be pasta dinner for music department on Feb 26th.
Meeting was adjourned at 8: 37 p.m.
